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BROADBAND UPDATE
In February, the National Telecommunications and Information Administration awarded $277 Million in
grants to expand broadband infrastructure across the country. A total of 13 grants were awarded, primarily
to states and counties. Victor Township was one of 288 applicants and did not receive funding.

Clinton County has actively pursued broadband expansion. A thorough plan was developed that identifies
Victor Township as one of the top priority areas. New funding opportunities are becoming available
through the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act. Victor Township has submitted a non-binding letter of
intent to partner with Clinton County to pursue these funds for broadband expansion that serves all township
residents in need.
